e Address areas of under investment in cancer, especially for prevention.
e Ensure an independent and transparent process for setting, addressing, and
iImplementing priorities.

e Build meaningful partnerships between consumers, researchers and clinicians to
understand their needs.
Partners e Facilitate philanthropy partnerships coming together to fund strategic projects and
provide critical mass.
e Facilitate network interaction via a transparent register of research activity, increased
access to clinical trials, support for community education and informed participation
and outcomes.

e Support early and mid-career researchers through funding and mentoring, to grow the
next generation of researchers to become leaders in the field.
People e Support development of bioinformatic capacity across organisations
e Develop research mentoring programs.
e Provide a secure career structure for cancer researchers.

e |ntegrate molecular pathology and genomic sequencing for cancer patients in a timely
and effective manner, and continue to incorporate new data generated by new

technologies.
Platforms e Develop a "one-stop online shop" for community members that includes the latest

e Update and enhance cancer data collections with staging and treatment data.
Establish a state wide MDT database.

e Greater focus on prevention and early diagnosis.
